PUBLIC INPUT/PRESENTATIONS

Ms. Thomas presented a letter of appreciation from Bob & Sandy Johnson of Marshfield, Wisconsin  acknowledging the help Diane Rhodes gave to them while visiting the Wheeling Room and commending the Lunch With Books program.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Ms. Thomas reported on the following:

The library recently received $3,081.66 from the Ohio County Commission for the month of June 2013.  We have now received all of 2012/2013 fiscal year tax revenues.  We have also received the Sheriff’s Assessment Report for the 2012/2013 fiscal year.
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The Ohio County Schools enrollment is down 162 students from the previous year.  

The invoice from Glass Unlimited of West Virginia to install the new automatic handicap  door opener was paid in August.

The web site is now running.  The homepage tabs cannot be changed, but the information on the website can be updated and changed on an ongoing basis. 

The WVLA Conference is at the Clarion in Shepherdstown, October 9-11 this year.  Registrations have not been made yet, so if any board members are interested in going, please let Dottie know.  After discussion, the board meeting scheduled for October 9 will be changed to October 16, due to the conflicting schedule with the WVLA Annual Conference.

The new computer network server is up and running.  The Illuminar upgrades have been installed, but there are still a few bugs to work out.  Mrs. McCamic said there are some issues with the card catalog being accessed from mobile devices.

There was a very nice article in the August 25, Sunday News Register on OCPL's new  children’s programming series entitled “Step into Stories”. These programs will be held on the third Saturday of the month at both 11 a.m. and 2 p.m. The reason for the two times for each of the programs is to allow families to attend at the most convenient time.  

Corisa Case has left employment at Security National Trust. Shelly Murray and Mark Ferrell will be administering our account until a replacement for Ms. Case is found.

A check in the amount of  $4,000 for general support was received from the Wheeling Automobile Club. This club is a division of the Community Foundation for the Upper Ohio Valley.  

Mr. Baker wanted to clarify that we have received all revenue for the last fiscal year from the Ohio County Commission.

Ms. Thomas distributed copies of OCPL's Library Trustees roster, an Adult Services Report, and an article entitled “Kentucky Libraries Challenged in Court” from Library Journal's weekly newsletter, Library Hotline.

Mrs. McCamic said that she liked the new web site, thought it was very good and very attractive.
