PUBLIC INPUT/PRESENTATIONS

Ms. Thomas shared a note with the board from Margaret Brennan thanking the trustees for constructing a secure archive room and making the archives available and searchable for the public.  
Mrs. McCamic said that she also liked the new “Archiving Wheeling” flyer on Building Bridges to Wheeling’s Past.

Mrs. McCamic shared a letter from Wilson Kozicki & Gwynn notifying the Library Board that they would begin OCPL's audit.
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DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Ms. Thomas reported on the following:

There have been some computer glitches after going live with TLC. As a result of all the changes in how functions are performed in the new integrated library system, she and the Circulation Department staff decided to have an additional inhouse workshop for staff.
The annual book sale will be held April 27 – May 1.

Robert Martin, age 98, passed away. Mr. Martin generously donated many books and musical CD's to the Library over the years.
OCPL received a second check from Garth’s in which another five items were sold. The list was included in the board packets this month. 
The December 2014 tax revenue of $7,811.50 was received from the Ohio County Commission.

The 65 black chairs that the Board approved for purchase from Wheeling Office Supply have arrived. Fifty-seven of these chairs were placed in the auditorium with the remaining eight placed in the Staff Room. The blue chairs that had been used in those rooms were re-distributed to the Tax Room, the classroom and the Wheeling Area Genealogy workroom. Additional chairs were needed in these three meeting rooms. 
Yahn Electric fixed the light in the canopy of the entrance walk off the main parking lot.  The problem was a loose wire.

OCPL continues to coordinate with Ohio County Schools for library services and materials. The Library has purchased both classroom sets of books for students in English classes as well as ebooks that may be downloadable. Well over a hundred students have received OCPL library cards that may be used with the downloadable collections only. If a student wants to upgrade 

to check out all library materials he or she may come visit the Library with his or her parent or guardian to have the responsible adult sign the student's application card. An article about placing an ebook library kiosk in the schools was included the board packet. As a result of these recent services, the Library received a thank you letter from Wheeling Park High School.

Mr. Baker asked Ms. Thomas if the figure on the Service Report for EBSCO was correct for the January stats.  Mrs. Thomas said that she will check that figure.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Ms. Thomas announced that Legislative Day is February 24, 2015 in Charleston.  A bus will be leaving from the Benwood-McMechen Library if anyone is planning on attending.  OCPL has several patrons who will be riding this bus which is arranged by the Moundsville-Marshall County Public Library. She said patrons from public libraries throughout the Northern Panhandle will be riding this bus. Ms. Thomas said that OCPL will have displays in the rotunda of the Capitol featuring OCPL's archival collection at the Local Collections table, as well as displays for Adult Programming and Outreach Services.  
OLD BUSINESS

UPDATE ON OBTAINING AN ENERGY AUDIT FOR OCPL

Ms. Thomas said that she talked to AEP again about an energy audit. She said this time she talked to the right department and the representative conducted a phone audit.  She said that the representative asked various questions about the building, such as heating, cooling, and what kind of  lights the library used.  Ms. Thomas said he also stated that if the Library were ever to replace its lighting, the trustees should seek quotes from contractors and that the selected contractor should work closely with AEP because rebates may apply to the fixtures.
Ms. Thomas reported that AEP said that considering what the Library is already doing, AEP's  recommendation would be to replace all lighting with LED lights and install programmable thermostats. She said the representative said the LED lights should help with the air conditioning also because they are cooler lights.
Mr. Marquart said that the trustees may want to consider new ceiling tiles and new lighting fixtures in the future.

NEW BUSINESS

ESTIMATES FOR REPAIR OF MAIN FLOOR RESTROOM DOOR

Ms. Thomas said that a wheelchair caught on the main floor women’s restroom door and damaged it by pulling off a large strip of the wood and laminate.  She distributed a quote from Karras Painting to repair the door. Karras Painting noted on the quote that this repair will not make the door look brand new. They also state that this repair is "a fix only and will be noticeable."  

Ms. Thomas also received a quote from Glass Unlimited to install two “Door Aid” handicap accessible openers on both the men’s and women’s restroom doors on the main floor.  In addition to this quote, though, a separate quote for electrical wiring work for the openers would need to be sought. 
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Mrs. Nutting suggested getting a push plate put on the door to cover the damaged area.
Mr. Baker asked Ms. Thomas to check with Belmont College and see if they do any wood restoration projects.

PLUMBING PROBLEMS

Ms. Thomas said that Johnson Boiler was called two separate times for clogs in both the men’s and women’s restrooms on the main floor. She said it is very difficult to get back into the chase to clean out the clogged pipes.  A proposal from Johnson Boiler Works was distributed to install a 1 ½” wye and extend piping to access of the chase to facilitate future cleaning out of the clogged pipes for the sinks and to relocate 1"and 3/4 " copper piping at the entrance of the chase to allow easier access of piping in the chase.
