PUBLIC INPUT/PRESENTATIONS
Ms. Thomas shared a thank you letter from Sally Marple of AARP for use of one of the Library's  meeting rooms.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Ms. Thomas reported on the following:
On Saturday morning, June 6, 2015, Ms. Thomas was informed by library staff that there was a flood in the basement. Ms. Thomas came to the Library and then called Mr. Marquart. After discussion with him, she called WV Firewater Restoration located on North River Road in Wheeling.  WV Firewater Restoration came to the Library within an hour after receiving the call to evaluate the situation and then returned Sunday morning to do the clean up.  The total cost was 
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$2,500. Ms. Thomas said that we have a $2,500 deductible on our insurance policy so the incident will not be reported to the insurance company.
Mr. Clark called A. E. Pelley on Monday June 8, 2015 to check the flapper.  They checked it and it had been eaten through by a rat.  The flapper had last been checked on April 14th. Mr.Marquart asked if the flapper could be made out of metal or stainless steel.  Ms. Thomas said that she would check with A. E. Pelley. 
The February, March, and April 2015 tax revenue was received from the Ohio County  Commission. Ms. Thomas said she will call and see if the county would send the May 2015 tax revenue before the end of June so it will be received and deposited during the current fiscal year.

The latest population figures for the Upper Ohio Valley were recently published in the Wheeling News Register. Wheeling's population fell by 696 people since 2010.
Sarah Watson, a VITA tax volunteer since 1992, recently passed away. For many years she was in charge of the service at OCPL and was instrumental in its growth.  

WV Deli will meet July 21, 2015.  Ms. Thomas distributed the WV Deli monthly statistical report. OCPL is third in total circulation among all the WV Deli public libraries. The monthly statistics are continuing to increase with e-books the most circulated format. 
OCPL began purchasing most janitorial supplies from Ervin Brothers Distributing, a company located in Barnesville, Ohio. It has a sales representative in Wheeling.   Unlike the current vendor, Ervin charges no delivery fees and most supplies are only approximately half the price of OCPL's current distributor. 
OCPL’s funding from the Ohio County Board of Education for the 2015/2016 budget year was published in the paper. The amount is consistent with the amount OCPL would receive if the special law were still in place for BOE funding for the Library.

OLD BUSINESS

PURCHASE OF NEW BARRACUDA WEB FILTER FOR OCPL’s NETWORK

Ms. Thomas said that as requested by the board at last month's meeting, Ms. Kastigar obtained pricing for the Barracuda web filter direct from the Barracuda Networks company at a cost of $6,066.  The TSG quote was $6,381.00. Both quotes included a Barracuda filter, a one year Instant Replacement Warranty, and a one year Energize Updates cost. The TSG quote also 
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included installation, setup and configuration. If the filter is purchased directly from the Barracuda company, the Library will have to pay TSG separately for installation, setup and configuration.
Mr. Baker asked Ms. Thomas which item on the Technology Services Group quote Kanawha County Public Library recommended that OCPL not purchase.  Ms. Thomas said that it was the         one year Instant Replacement Warranty for the Barracuda web filter at a cost of $899.00. She said both  TSG and Barracuda Networks priced the replacement at the same amount.
Mr. Marquart moved to accept the Technology Services Group (TSG) quote to purchase and install the Barracuda Web Filter without the 1 Year Instant Replacement Warranty at a total cost of $5,482.00.  Mr. Werner seconded.

NEW BUSINESS

DISCUSSION OF LOCKER FOR PATRONS USING WHEELING ROOM

Ms. Thomas received a quote from Herco, Inc. and Wm. Cooper, Inc. to construct a built-in  cabinet directly above the built-in book drop on OCPL's main floor to store purses, canvas bags, brief cases, etc. that belong to patrons using the Wheeling Room since they are not permitted to take these items into the Wheeling Room for security reasons.  Currently their belongings are being stored in the maintenance closet between the two main floor restrooms. Ms. Thomas said many of these patrons have complained about having to leave their purses and other personal items in a maintenance closet since janitorial or other staff may open this closet at any time. 
Mrs. McCamic asked which staff members are responsible for storing the patrons’ items, and Ms. Thomas said that the Reference Department staff are responsible for that task and for assisting Wheeling Room patrons in accessing the room and its collection. 
Mr. Baker asked if there would be two compartments with two separate doors.Ms. Thomas said yes there would be two separate compartments each with its own door that could be locked.  
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After discussion, Mr. Werner moved to have Wm. Cooper, Inc. construct a cabinet with two compartments to be located above the existing book drop.  Mrs. Nutting seconded.
