DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Ms. Thomas distributed the following:

WV Deli Report and Freegal Report

A newspaper article – OCPL Offering Books on the Web from the TGIF supplement to the Wheeling Intelligencer. 
Monthly Service Report -  Mrs. McCamic asked about the lack of attendance at the Children’s Saturday Programs.  Ms. Thomas said that the "Step into Stories" is a new program series and will take a while to catch on. She also said it will take time to learn which programs draw an audience and which do not. Circulation statistics for the month of  December were discussed.  Ms. Thomas said we are looking at a new software company that times a patron out at the public computers.  Currently we use Cybrarian and have been having problems with its compatibility.

Ms. Thomas said that Julia Bachmann serves on a United Way committee that evaluates local nonprofit agencies for possible annual contributions from the United Way funds.

Ms. Thomas distributed a letter from Security National Trust Company naming Erin A. Zavislak as our new account administrator. She also reported that a $200 donation was  received from Security National Trust Co. to provide recreational and educational services to the residents of our community.  

Ms. Thomas read an email recently sent to Sean from the daughter of recently deceased Peterson resident, Phyllis Hannah Sigal. The email praised the excellent service provided to her mother by OCPL's Outreach Specialist, Julia Bachmann.

Ms. Thomas said that we received a copy of the Elizabeth Bowers Trust.  She said that Mr. Baker looked at it, and she also gave it to Mr. Werner to peruse.  
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Ms. Thomas said that Johnson Boiler added 30 gallons of ethylene glycol to the air-conditioning system because it still needed additional glycol and it needed a higher concentration for the extreme cold weather.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Ms. Thomas distributed the Wesbanco 12-quarter rolling average calculation.  There was a slight increase in the average, but for budgetary purposes, the Library receives the same monthly amount throughout the fiscal year based on the March quarterly average.

OLD BUSINESS

UPDATE ON FURNITURE

Mr. Baker and Dawn Andlinger took pictures of the items to be sent to Garth’s.  Mr. Baker said we need to clarify exactly which items are to be sold.

After discussion, the trustees decided that the furniture from the Morrow estate to be sold includes the following: the high chest; the secretary desk; the cherry drop leaf table with its four chairs (one broken); the bed steps; the corner cupboard; and the 11 X 14 oriental rug.  In addition, the items from the Robb estate to be sold include the crystal regulator clock, the Towle tea set, the caricature of Harry Northwood, a pastel painting by Harry Northwood, and 8 Central engraved water glasses.  The Robb Estate will be offered to Congressman David McKinley after appraisal if he is interested in purchasing any of those items. He is related to Mrs. Robb. The “ Fairyland” artwork is also to be included in the auction.  Garth’s should also appraise the other artwork including “Indian Fight,” “Suspension Bridge,” and “Massacre at Fort Henry” for possible inclusion in the auction. 

Mrs. Nutting moved that all items be appraised by Garth’s of Columbus, Ohio. The items from the Robb Estate will be offered for purchase to Congressman David McKinley prior to being auctioned. Mr. Baker seconded.
