BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

JANUARY 11, 2017
WEDNESDAY, 4:15 P.M.

ALSO PRESENT:  Dottie Thomas, Library Director; Amanda Berisford, Secretary- Bookkeeper; Eric Matyskiela and Carla Bronder of Matyskiela and Grant, Inc. Architects and Engineers
CALL TO ORDER:  Mrs. McCamic called the meeting to order at 4:15 p.m. Mrs. McCamic changed the order of the meeting so that Eric Matyskiela and Carla Bronder of Matyskiela and Grant, Inc. could give their presentation on the bids received for the upcoming renovation project for OCPL.
OLD BUSINESS

RENOVATION PROJECT FOR OCPL
Mr. Matyskiela stated that they reviewed the bids received on December 20, 2016 from the following construction companies:  Cattrell Companies; Colaianni Construction; Grae-Con Construction; Jarvis, Downing, & Emch, Inc.; and Walters Construction.  Mr. Matyskiela said they found that all of the bids to be responsive and there appeared to be no discrepancies. He said they found the bid from Colaianni Construction to be the lowest responsive bid and, given their qualifications, M & G would like to recommend that the contract be awarded to Colainni Construction.   Mr. Matyskiela handed out copies of their draft of the notice to proceed for Colianni Construction for the board’s approval.  He asked the trustees if they wished to accept M & G’s recommendation and if the trustees would like to include any of the add-alternates for the renovation project.  Mr. Matyskiela also provided the trustees with the most recent copy of the construction phase budget and a revised project schedule.  
Mr. Matyskiela reiterated that they found no issues with the bids other than a possible error on the bid from Walters Construction concerning Alternate Add-On #2 to replace the light fixtures in the basement.  Mr. Matyskiela stated that the low number given by Walters may have been a typographical error. He added that there has been a significant drop in local construction work 
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available compared to last year at this time. He said that the timing of the Library’s project definitely contributed to the competitive bids OCPL has received.  
Mr. Marquart said the project budget will actually be somewhat less than estimated because some of the work listed on the construction phase budget has already been completed such as the replacement of Roof Area #3, replacement of chiller unit surround wall, and the purchase of some of the archive display cabinetry.  He said the Library could decide to complete some other projects since there may be additional funds available or simply have money left over after the project has been completed.  

 Mr. Matyskiela said they would like to issue the letter of intent as soon as possible.  He stated that once the trustees make their decision, the letter of intent can be been issued, and then they can set a date for the pre-construction meeting to discuss scheduling of the different phases of the project.   He said they would like to begin construction in the Children’s Department since the shelving will not need to be moved to accommodate the construction and to give the stack moving service, KPC Architectural Products, additional time to mobilize and coordinate their schedule with the construction company. Mr. Marquart said that coordination will be a key issue with this project.  
Mr. Baker questioned the recommendation for a 6 ton air conditioning unit for the Technical Services room. He said he was unsure of the exact square footage of that room, but he said he thought that seemed excessive for the size of the office.  Mr. Matyskiela answered that the 6 ton unit was recommended since the Technical Services room houses a majority of the Library’s computers and servers. Ms. Bronder said that due to the fairly large size of the room and its location adjacent to the garage the conditions warrant a larger air conditioning unit.  Mr. Baker asked if the garage would be air conditioned as well. Mr. Marquart said no.  Mr. Matyskiela stated M & G would begin the process as soon as they had approval from the trustees. Ms. Thomas said she would contact him tomorrow. 
Mrs. McCamic thanked Mr. Matyskiela and Ms. Bronder for attending the meeting and for their presentation. She referred to the display boards for the project and asked if the trustees had any more questions about them or any other aspect of the project. Ms. Bronder outlined some of the design choices for the interior and exterior of the Library.  She said that durable materials and neutral colors were chosen for the interior of the Library to accommodate any decorative or furniture changes the trustees may wish to make in the future.  Ms. Bronder said that the upgrades to the exterior canopy would resemble the materials used in the original design including a metal product for the in-fill sections that resembles wood.  She also added that since the slate exterior panels were unable to be stripped and refinished, they would be repainted.   Mr. Matyskiela and Ms. Bronder left the meeting at 4:39 p.m.
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After some brief discussion, Mr. Marquart motioned to proceed with the M & G's recommendation to accept Colaianni Construction’s bid for the renovation project with completion of all of the add-alternates.  Mr. Werner seconded.

Mr. Werner asked if the chart included for the books purchased for schools in Ohio County was part of the discussion of the Financial Reports.  He also asked if we had been contacted by all of the schools in Ohio County, and if they were aware of the program.  Ms. Thomas answered that the first year of the program was very informal. She said OCPL only purchased materials for Wheeling Park High School that year. She said the second year of the program remained rather informal with OCPL receiving requests from Wheeling Park High School, Triadelphia Middle School, Warwood Middle School, and Warwood Elementary. She said that in that second year of the program, OCPL increased the annual Library Materials budget by $30,000.00 to accommodate purchases for the schools in Ohio County. Ms. Thomas said in preparation for requests from all the schools in Ohio County during this current third year of the program, OCPL’s annual Library Materials budget was increased by another $70,000.  
Ms. Thomas said that Raquel Welch, Ohio County Board of Education Assessment and Curriculum Director, contacted all of the schools' media specialists at the beginning of the school 
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year and informed them of OCPL's program. She said because of Ms. Welch's announcement, OCPL received requests from almost all the schools in Ohio County this year. She said because of all the requests, she sent a letter to each school's principal and media specialist, providing details on the program and on the material purchasing budgets for the schools.  She said that $8,000 has been budgeted for Wheeling Park High School since they serve all the students in Ohio County.  Ms. Thomas said the remaining $62,000 has been divided equally between the remaining schools in Ohio County with the total for each school being $4,800. She said that all of the schools have been quite pleased with the program. She said she received a thank you phone call from John Jordan, principal of Ritchie Elementary, as well as many positive emails. Ms. Thomas said she detailed in her letter to the schools that any unused funds could not be carried over from year to year, and the amount the schools would receive was also conditional upon the Library’s annual budget.

PUBLIC INPUT/PRESENTATIONS:

Ms. Thomas & Mrs. McCamic presented thank you notes from OCPL staff for their Christmas gift cards.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Ms. Thomas distributed the December Service Report.  She reported on the following:

The October tax revenue check from the Ohio County Commission in the amount of $8,574.18 was received and will be deposited to show on the January Financial Report in February's board packet.  
OCPL has received a donation in the amount of $318.00 from Hal O’Leary for the Lunch with Books program.  Mr. O’Leary donated the profits from the sale of his book at his January 3, 2017 program.  The Library also received a monetary donation from Ruth Weller, a regular Lunch with Books attendee and VITA tax volunteer, in the amount of $10,000.  Judge & Mrs. 
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Stamp made a contribution to OCPL in the amount of $4000 and have requested that $2000 of the donation be set aside for the Lunch with Books program and the other $2000 for general use.  The Upper Ohio Valley Archaeology Club has sent a contribution in the amount of $200 and an anonymous donation was received from Security National Trust on behalf of an anonymous donor in the amount of $250.
The weeding of the Reference Collection has been completed and the entire collection has been reduced to three rows.  Ms. Thomas said that Carl Clark, maintenance personnel, will dismantle and store the now unused shelving and countertops.  The removal of the unused stacks will allow for additional space to accommodate the shifting performed by KPC Architectural Products for the renovation project.  The Audio Collection has also been weeded and shifted to accommodate the removal of the first row of Adult Collection stacks bolted to the wall.  The weeding of the Oversize Collection is almost complete, and the weeding of the rest if the Nonfiction Collection is still in progress.
During the first phase of the construction project, the Children’s Department office will be inaccessible.  Lee Ann Cleary, Children’s Specialist, will relocate to the smaller meeting room located downstairs next to the auditorium in the meantime. Ms. Thomas added that story times will be moved to the classroom during construction and Toddler Time will continue to be held in the auditorium.  
OCPL’s microfilm collection is now up to date thanks in part to switching microfilm providers from Pro Quest to Advantage Preservation.  Ms. Thomas said Advantage Preservation, in addition to microfilming OCPL's newspapers, also digitize the newspapers.  Advantage Preservation scans and indexes each reel of microfilm and then creates a searchable database that can be accessed via a link on OCPL's website.  Ms. Thomas stated that Erin Rothenbuehler, Reference Assistant, recommended going back and digitizing OCPL’s microfilm from the early 1900s as they are beginning to deteriorate, then completing the process for the entire collection.  Ms. Thomas said that currently WVU has all the Wheeling newspapers before 1900 digitized on their website from the University's collection.  Mr. Marquart said that since the newspapers have been digitized from the year 2013 onward, it would be nice to start with the earlier papers and work forward.  Ms. Thomas said when the board approved the project initially to complete the Library’s backlog of newspapers it was originally a Capital Improvement expenditure. Beginning this fiscal year, she said the ongoing annual costs of the microfilm and digitization of the newspapers are being paid from the annual operating budget.   Ms. Thomas said that since there has been a reduction in cost for our current magazine subscriptions there may be additional funds available to scan and index more that the 24 rolls originally budgeted for each year.   Mr. Werner asked how the index for the newspaper database worked and if you could see the entirety of the paper from a keyword search.  Ms. Berisford answered that you can search by a keyword then a listing will be provided of all the newspapers which contain that word. From that list, she said you can then click on the link and see the digitized version of the newspaper.  Mrs. McCamic said it would be a good idea for Lee Ann Cleary, Children's Specialist, to mention this

resource to the area schools that she visits.  Ms. Thomas invited the trustees to investigate the link to the newspapers on OCPL’s website.

A leak in the roof occurred on January 9th when a waterline for the roof located near the chiller unit, burst near the spigot due to the freezing temperatures. The leak into the Library occurred near the Circulation Desk. Ms. Thomas said Mansuetto and Johnson Boiler Works were called immediately to investigate the issue.  Mansuetto confirmed that the section of roof leaking was not the one recently replaced. The section leaking was the one located between Technical Services and the roof section recently replaced.  The repair personnel from Mansuetto found and repaired eight holes in that leaking section. Mr. Werner asked how the holes could have appeared.  Ms. Thomas said that it could have been from the screws into the roof deck because of the way the building was constructed and added that the section of roof to leak has not been replaced since 1996.  Mr. Marquart said that traffic on the roof and the ice that formed from the burst water pipe could have created the holes. He asked if Johnson Boiler Works had been back to inspect the area.  Ms. Thomas said they had not stopped back yet, however, she said the company will need to install a new shut off valve on the water line to the chiller.  
Ms. Thomas reported that she and Amy Kastigar, Head of Adult Services, met with the Wheeling Park High School media specialists to discuss using OCPL’s downloadable collections with the high school students.  Ms. Thomas said that students have the ability to acquire an “Internet Only” card without their parent or guardian’s signature which will allow students to download e-books.  WPHS plans to purchase e-readers for the Media Center that the students will be able to borrow and will allow them to use WV Deli.  Mrs. McCamic said the students could also use their own personal devices. 
Legislative Day will be held February 27th this year. Ms. Thomas asked if any of the board members would like tickets.  Ms. Thomas said that she, Sean Duffy, and Erin Rothenbuehler will attend this year.  Ms. Thomas said that this year the displays will once again be set up by various library activities and services that public libraries offer. Mr. Duffy and Ms. Rothenbuehler will be attending to display OCPL’s archiving collection.  Ms. Thomas will be overseeing the Community Center/Meeting Room display table.  She said that Moundsville-Marshall County Public Library will not be renting a bus this year for patrons to travel down to Charleston for Legislative Day.
The WVDeli consortium will hold its quarterly meeting on January 17th at the Bridgeport Public Library. Ms. Thomas and Ms. Kastigar are planning to attend.
Ms. Thomas, Mrs. McCamic and Mrs. Nutting attended a City of Wheeling zoning meeting on January 9th to discuss the zoning change requested by West Virginia Northern Community College.  WVNCC has purchased the property where Westinghouse Electric Supply Company used to be located on Eoff and 19th Streets. Vicki Riley, WVNCC President, said that the college would like to be able to move some of their technical school programs to the property.  The 
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property is currently zoned as commercial and not for educational purposes.  The zoning change would need to be either EMO (Educational/Medical/Office) or D2 (Downtown Medium Density). Either of these two zones allow for educational use. Mrs. McCamic stated that currently some of the area is zoned EMO, including the Library and the current WVNCC campus, while most of downtown is zoned D2. She said the City would like to make the zoning uniform throughout the downtown area. She said now the entire area will be classified as D2.  Mr. Marquart said that the change stops at Wheeling Creek. Ms. Thomas said that they were informed that the zoning change would not affect the operation of current facilities in the area.  
The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance program will begin on January 23rd.  Ms. Thomas stated that due to a new software program the service will be starting a week late to accommodate the necessary additional training for the volunteers.  She added that signs have been posted upstairs in the Library advertising the service and flyers are also available for the public.    
NEW BUSINESS

DISCUSSION OF RENEWAL OF LIBRARY’S INSURANCE POLICIES

Ms. Thomas reported that the State Auto Insurance policies for auto and property & liability are due for renewal in March. She distributed a list of all Ohio County commercial insurance providers and said that she had been contacted by Nicole Sparchane from USI Insurance.  Mr. Baker said that Paull Insurance was omitted from the list.  Ms. Thomas reported that Ms. Sparchane informed her that once an insurance agent acquires a quote, a competing agent is then unable to get a quote from the same insurance company. She asked if the trustees would like to approach different local insurance agents to obtain quotes. Mr. Werner stated that he thought our current insurance agent, Jim Williams, already shopped around for the best price for the Library’s insurance and asked if we wished to change our agent.  Mr. Baker asked if Mr. Williams was still with WesBanco Insurance.  Mr. Marquart stated that he was an independent agent; however, he was still with WesBanco.  Mr. Werner asked if the Library's seeking quotes was because there was concern with high premiums, policy coverages, or dissatisfaction with the current agent. Mr. Baker said that it's been several years since OCPL solicited insurance quotes from local agents before through a bid procedure and perhaps it was time to give local agents an opportunity to submit proposals. Ms. Thomas said that the Library could produce an RFP listing the current coverages from the policies' declarations pages and ask for proposals and price quotes. Mr. Werner asked when the insurance policies would renew.  Ms. Thomas said that these policies would renew on March 18th. Mr. Baker motioned to proceed with an RFP to Ohio County commercial insurance agencies for OCPL's auto insurance and its property & liability insurance policies. Mr. Werner seconded.
