PUBLIC INPUT/PRESENTATIONS

There was no public input or correspondence.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Ms. Thomas distributed the Adult Programming report.  She said that the new Peoples University series on astronomy has weekly programs from March 4 through April 22 and that there has been an average of 76 people in attendance at the sessions so far.

Ms. Thomas also distributed the Children’s Programming report.  She said that Mrs. McCamic met with Children’s Specialist, Lee Ann Cleary to discuss purchasing and the methods of using an ipad with children.  She said that after discussion, a new ipad was purchased for the library which cost less than the $500 which requires board approval.

Mrs. Nutting arrived at the meeting at 4:20 p.m.

Ms. Thomas distributed the monthly Service Report.  Ms. Thomas said that the meeting room usage continues to grow.  Reference questions are booming, and the Overdrive downloadable collection use is also still growing.

Ms. Thomas reported that the Library recently added Tumblebooks, a new online picture book and early reader service to OCPL’s website.  Tumblebooks can be read online from
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the website.  She said this annual subscription was purchased from the book budget line of the regular operating budget.  Ms. Thomas said there were 236 views during the first month of offering this service.

Ms. Thomas said that the WVLA Spring Fling will be held on April 2nd and 3rd
in Flatwoods.  In addition to Ms. Thomas, Amy Kastigar, Sean Duffy, Dawn Andlinger, Lisa Robinson, and Erin Rothenbeuhler will be attending on  April 2nd and Lee Ann Cleary and Nettie McClure will be attending April 3rd the day devoted to Children’s Services.

Ms. Thomas said that the new website address for the Wheeling Area Genealogical Society is wagswv.org and their email address is wagswv@gmail.com
Ms. Thomas said that Envisionware, a new time and print management program that
times out the public computers after one hour was installed and replaces Cybrarian.

Ms. Thomas said that a copy of the recent letter sent to the Ohio County Board of Education requesting funding for the 2014-2015 fiscal year was included in the board packet.

Ms. Thomas said that Kanawha County Public Library is requesting that the Kanawha County Board of Education run a levy exclusively for KCPL and its operation.  She said that the $24 million dollar levy that failed this past November was a joint levy with only $3 million of the $24 million earmarked for the Library.  An individual levy could  be run for only $3 million in funds.

Ms. Thomas reported that Garth’s will be coming in April to see the antiques.

Ms. Thomas reported that Ethan Connors, a new part-time library clerk and a graduate of Wheeling Jesuit University, will be working Monday thru Thursday evenings 5-9 p.m. and Saturdays 9 a.m. – 5 p.m.  She said that Mr. Connors is replacing Chelsea LaRue, who is student teaching.

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OLD BUSINESS

DISCUSSION OF THE ARCHIVAL STORAGE ROOM PROPOSALS

Ms. Thomas said that at last month’s meeting there were two proposals which go together, J & D Waterproofing and Walters Construction.  J & D Waterproofing would fix the foundation problem from the inside, and Walters Construction would then seal the driveway.

Ms. Thomas said that this month we have received two additional proposals, one from Shaeffer & Madama and the other one from m&g (Matyskiela & Grant, Inc.).  After looking at the proposals, Mr. Marquart said he believes that the correct way to fix the problem is from the outside, and either company would be capable of directing the project.

Mr. Baker asked Ms. Thomas if she contacted Engineered Foundation Solutions.  Ms. Thomas said that she had not.

After discussion, Ms. Thomas will contact Engineered Foundation Solutions for a proposal.  Mr. Marquart said that we should act at the next board meeting.  Mr. Werner and Mrs,. McCamic agreed with that assessment.

UPDATE ON WEST VIRGINIA LEGISLATIVE SESSION AND LIBRARY ISSUES

Ms. Thomas said that Senate  Bill 465 directing county commissions to fund local public libraries in their counties at a level of one cent on every  $100 of accessed property values did not leave committee.

She said WVLA’s Legislative Committee will ask the legislative joint Interim Committee to continue to study library funding.

Ms. Thomas said that she is hoping that the Grants-in-Aid will be restored.  She said the House has included the restoration in their proposed budget, but the Senate has yet to sign off on that.  She said that after the Legislature passes the state’s annual budget, the Governor must veto or sign-off on the proposed changes to the budget he presented the the Legislature at the start of this year’s legislative session.
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NEW BUSINESS

OCPL PROPERTY AND LIABILITY  INSURANCE ANNUAL POLICY RENEWAL

Ms. Thomas said that a new coverage option is available called Data Compromise Plus, which pays expenses to notify any affected persons of any identity theft and then provides identity restoration services to them.

Mr. Werner asked the cost of this coverage rider.  Ms. Thomas said the rider would cost $125 annually.

After discussion, the consensus was to renew the policy without adding the identity theft coverage.

RENEWAL OF FIRST CHOICE CERTIFICATE OF DEPOSIT – CAPITAL #2

After discussion, Mr. Marquart moved to allow the CD to mature, and put proceeds back into the Library’s capital account until the potential foundation wall project is completed.  Mrs. Nutting seconded.
